Introduction 
The introduction is the section where the results of the research conducted on the research topic and the unanswered questions in this field are explained based on scientific articles (source review)
Method
This is the section where the research method, data collection tools, experimental and observation setups, and data analysis method are given.
Results
The data collected in the study and the analysis results of the data are given.

Result and Discussion
In this section, the findings obtained from the project study are interpreted in accordance with the research question or problem.

Recommendations
In this section, suggestions, if any, are given to guide those who will conduct similar studies.

References
In this section, all sources used during the project process and cited in the project report are listed. References are listed according to APA spelling rules and citation format.


Adds
Very long tables, formulas, detailed experimental data, computer programs, surveys, etc. based on various research findings, if any, which are thought to distract from the topic or consist of very long texts. It can be given in the ANNEXES section. Legal permissions, correspondence and, if necessary, e-mail samples obtained to conduct the research should also be provided here. An appropriate title should be chosen for each of the annexes and they should be placed in the text according to their order of appearance, starting on a separate page, as "Appendix 1., Appendix 2...".
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
